Method/ protocol
Prepare the experimental reagents
1) Cholesterol solution: 0.5 g cholesterol was added to 100 mL absolute ethanol. 
K solution: add 2.386 g potassium chloride and 2.98 g sodium chloride in 1000 mL deionized water, and then sterilize. 

K+ solution: 0.33 g calcium chloride, 2.38 g potassium chloride, 0.36 g magnesium sulfate, 2.98 g sodium chloride were added to 1000 mL deionized water and sterilized.
Prepare synchronized animals
Prepare the synchronized eggs by collecting eggs from adults in one hour, culture the eggs in the 20 °C incubator.
