Duration and Cost of the service

It will take us about 6-8 weeks to generate the integrated arrays from client's extrachromosomal arrays.

Turnaround time is defined as the time from when an order is confirmed to when it is shipped. It does not include waiting time for any materials that the client needs to supply.

The price for integrated arrays service from extrachromosomal arrays is $849 for the 1st line, $350 for the 2nd line and $250 for the 3rd line generated in one irradiation process. 

If the expression of transgenic marker is neuron specific, SUNY need to charge another $250 for the extra work.
Upon receipt of the strain that client sent to SUNY, SUNY will directly use it to start the related experiment. Client is responsible for providing the right strain and ensuring all information is correct. If it is turned to be wrong after the experiment is started, resulting in failure of experiment, there may be additional costs incurred for SUNY's extra work and client should cover the fee of it. During the verification, SUNY will charge $25 for one sequencing reaction (including primer design, primers synthesis, sequencing, sorting of sequence files, etc.).
If the expression pattern of target plasmid is required, SUNY will charge an extra $30 for taking pictures of background strain and the target strain (one picture for each strain) under the Zeiss Imager M2 microscope. In addition, SUNY could not guarantee that the expression pattern of the strain is consistent with CLIENT expectations.

All strains generated by SUNY under the terms of this order should be named under SUNY’s nomenclature. PHX and syb is the strain designation and allele designation, respectively. Both PHX and syb are authorized and confirmed by the CGC. Please use SUNY’s allele name syb, strain name PHX and SUNY’s company name SunyBiotech in the main body of CLIENT’s publications. CLIENT could only use the "syb' allele name and mention SUNY’s company name SunyBiotech if CLIENT has crossed the strain with other strains to generate new strains (with new strain names). In principle, if CLIENT wants to use CLIENT’s own nomenclature in the publication, SUNY will charge CLIENT double price which will be confirmed in Clause 6.6.

CLIENT is free to share Deliverables, strains (alleles) with academic labs, CGC, and CLIENT's third party collaborators. However, any such third party shall not have the right to commercialize such Deliverables. SUNY will not share the strain (allele) information or sell the strain (allele) to others. CLIENT can also refer the third party to SUNY when they need to purchase the strains (allele), and SUNY will send the strain (allele) out at low cost.
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
