Method/ protocol

Prepare NGM plates

Prepare NGM plates (φ9cm) without OP50 for the chemotaxis assay.

Prepare typical NGM plate (φ6cm) seeded with OP50 and chemicals of different concentration (if necessary) for worms growth before the assay. 
Prepare synchronized animals

Prepare the synchronized eggs by collecting eggs from adults in one hour, culture the eggs in the 20 °C incubator. 

The drug treatment begins at L4? stage.

X days later, the chemotaxis assay will be conducted at 20? °C.

Chemotaxis assay
Wash to collect the worms with M9 solution and clean them for three times, suspend the worm pellet with M9 solution. 

The plates were divided into two parts. Labeled the sites for adding the attraction substances (with “+”) or water (with “.”) in the plate as the below picture shows. 
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Figure 1 The schematic diagram of the plate used for chemotaxis assay
Worms are placed at the start point for chemotaxis assay. Conduct the chemotaxis assay as previously described [1].

Duration and Cost of the service
